(iv) Geography of India (Special reference to Chhattisgarh)- It will comprise physical features,
climate, drainage, forest, mineral, industry, agriculture, people and their occupation.

(v) Indian Polity and Socio-Economic System- It will test knowledge of Indian constitution, party
system and pressure groups, panchayati raj, Indian social system and social inequality and
economic planning and economic system.

(vi) Sports- Questions on sports will cover national and international sport activities.

(vii) General mental ability- On general mental ability reasoning and analytical abilities will be
tested.

(viii) Fundamentals of Statistics- Questions relating to fundamental of statistics will be based
on the elementary knowledge of Mean, Median and Mode.
